Competition General Rules:

FIPS-M rules and IGFA specifications should be respected in this Championship.

Classification should be established by weight 1 kg = 1 point (see FIPS-M rules)
Shark fishing forbidden according to regulations of Egyptian Angling Federation.

Sail Fish if caught, should be released after being confirmed and photographed by Steward on board of boat. 50 points will be granted for release. Sail Fish is not allowed to be brought on boat or to shore. A penalty of 100 points will be given to team not abiding by those rules.

All other Fishes allowed by IGFA can be confirmed if weight is more than 3 kg.
Fishing Tackle:
Maximum of 50 lb. Line class
Only artificial lures will be allowed.
Each team will be allowed five (5) rods and five (5) reels

One (1) spare rods and one (1) spare reels will be allowed for each team.

Inox hooks forbidden.

Lures should be in keeping with IGFA rules.

Lure with sardines (broumé) or others fishes is forbidden.

Teams:

The team should be introduced by their respective federation.

Each team will assign a Team Captain who will attend the Captain's Meeting.

The Team Captain is the one who will be responsible for representing his team in any discussions with the Steward on boat, Organizing Committee or International Jury.

Team Captain is the one responsible for submitting any protests to Organizing Committee or International Jury.

Not more than five fishermen and not less than three fishermen per team.

A Steward assigned by the Egyptian Angling Federation will be embarked on each competing boat.

All Team members must:

Respect the departure time.

Respect the closing time.

Submit to different controls and jury check-out.

Impede the jury action will risk disqualification.

Respect IGFA specifications in relation to the length of leader, the position of the hook, lure and generally the fishing actions and those in conformity with FIPS-M rules.

Fishing Regulations:

The competition is organized according to ethics and specifications Egyptian Angling Federation, FIPS-M rules and IGFA specifications.

The International Jury has the right to investigate and act upon any incident occurring during the tournament and cooperate with the commissioners of the Egyptian Angling Federation.  The International Jury shall have the right to disqualify any capture following examination and measurement of tackle and equipment used on the boat.  Any protest, concerning the validity of any catch, must be filed in writing, signed by the team captain and hand delivered to the International Jury with a total of 100 € within one hour after arrival of team to marina.  The decision of the International Jury is final.

The federal Steward on board each boat will be responsible for registration of each catch on the score sheet which will be handed to the International Jury on the final day of fishing. Daily Results should be reported at the end of each day to the International Jury.
At the strike, the engines of the boat are disconnected or stopped and will remain so until the end of the fight whatever the position of the fish.  No action of the team can have an influence on the boat.  By strike it is understood line out of release clip and bait seized by the fish, the fishing rod directly into the fisherman’s hands.  In no case, the boat must help to strike or handling to favor a second strike.  The other fishermen after the fight are allowed to fish.

In case of a strike occurred before the raise of the lines, the competitor will be allowed to continue the action of fishing in progress until its completion.  This situation must be included in the report of the Steward,  the others fishermen on board must stop all fishing activities.

A harness may be attached to the reel or rid, but not to the fighting chair.  The harness may be replaced or adjusted by a person other than the angler. 
Boats are not equipped with fighting chairs, although there is plenty of sitting spaces on the boat, so it is required that all competitors be equipped with harnesses.

Boats are not equipped with out-riggers which is not usually needed in this type of boats as they are wide and can take five rods with no problem of tangled lines.

Scores:

General Classification:

1 kg = 1 point (see FIPS-M rules)
50 points will be granted to the team who catch and release a Sale Fish provided it is confirmed and photographed by Steward.
Rewards:

The best team will be rewarded:

The first:
Gold Medal FIPS-M
The second:
Silver Medal FIPS-M
The third:
Bronze Medal FIPS-M
A reward will be awarded to participants catching the biggest fish. 

Penalties and Disqualification:

Any notified infraction should be submitted to the International Jury for decision.

Penalties:

· If a team arrives to the disembarkation pontoon after the designated arrival time (30 points) will be deducted for the team’s general score for every 30 minutes of delay for a maximum of one (1) hour.
· Any team catching a Sail Fish and bringing it into boat or to shore will be given a penalty of 100 points deducted from their score.
Disqualification (recommendations to follow, see FIPS-M rules and specifications IGFA):

· Failure to comply with equipment or angling regulations.
· Failing to adhere to any of the environmental regulations. 
· The act of persons other than the angler in touching any part of the rod, reel, or line either bodily or with any device, from the time a fish strikes or takes the bait or lure, until the fish is landed into the boat or in giving any aid other than allowed in the rules and regulations.
· Resting the rod in a rod holder, on the gunwale of the boat, or any other object while playing the fish.
· Shooting, harpooning, or lancing any fish at any stage of the catch.
· Changing the rod or reel while the fish is being played.
· Splicing, removing, or adding to the line while the fish is being played.
· Using a size or kind of bait that is illegal to possess.
· If a fish escapes before gaffing or netting and is recaptured by any method other than an outlined in the angling rules.
· When a rod breaks in a manner that reduces the length of the tip below minimum dimensions or severely impairs its angling characteristics.
· Mutilation to the fish, prior to landing or boating the catch, caused by sharks, other fish, mammals, or propellers that remove or penetrate the fish.
· When a fish is hooked or entangled on more that one line.
· Any protest, concerning the validity of any catch, must be filed in writing, signed by the team captain and hand delivered to the International Jury upon arrival to team to marina.  

· The decision of the International Jury is final.

Environmental Regulations

1. Don’t throw any waists in the sea water especially plastic bags.

2. Don’t forget to take big plastic bags to collect garbage in during your trip especially empty water bottles and cans.

3. Anchor the boat during the night to floating balloons installed by the Environment Department in order not to destroy the corals.

4. Don’t change the boat’s position many times during the night and anchoring the boat into the coral reefs.
